During the pandemic restrictions have been put in place by Manitoba Public Health officials that the shelters are following. Please understand this is to help keep you safe during your stay in a shelter. 

	Masks:


	Encouraged but not mandatory in shelter.  Counsellors/clients can request masking of other party. Required if self monitoring.  Provided if going out. 

	Handwashing:


	Required after every use of the external doors and encouraged regularly
Personal  non alcohol based sanitizers provided

	Self isolation/length:


	Required if symptomatic or have been in possible contact, 
 If symptomatic - Isolation until test results obtained 
-If potentially exposed -   7 days prior to testing plus days until results obtained  
No  individuals with   positive  test  to be isolated in shelter

	COVID testing required:


	ASAP if symptomatic 
7 days after a possible exposure 

	Temperature Taking:


	Twice daily

	Kitchen use:


	One  in kitchen at a time/one serving person

	Common space use:


	No restrictions unless in isolation

	Counselling:


	Social distancing  to be in effect

	Groups:


	No  external groups; some in shelter for residents

	Outings:


	Limited to 4 hrs. outside shelter with exemptions for employment/school/medical or court.  Outings are not encouraged

	Other:


	Donations accepted
Walk in still accepted

Travel to the north is restricted
